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Trail Safety and Courtesy

1. Cyclists and pedestrians should never
     travel more than two abreast. When the
     trail is busy, travel single file.
2. Keep right at all times.
3. When passing, pass on the left. Alert
    those being passed of your approach.
4. When stopping, move yourself and your
    bicycle completely off the trail. Do not
    stand in the lane of travel.
5. Respect the trails and the adjoining
    private property. Carry out anything
    that you carry in.
