1. The Moorings

USN Rear Admiral John W. Moore, retired commandant of
the Brooklyn Ship yards, bought approximately 1.7
acres in Bolton Landing in 1894 from the Finkle
family. They named it "The Moorings."
Construction of the main house was
done in 1894-1896, which now
serves as the living quarters,
eating, and cooking facilities for
the Darrin Fresh Water
Institute.

The Cadet, a
48-foot wooden
century-old
steamboat built in
1893, was discovered
off the shore of Bolton in
about 50 feet of water. It
was added to the National
Register of Historic Places in
2002, and is one of only three
vessels of that kind that are known to
be in existence today.
