Attainment Area by the USEPA

Details: ‘The DPW has been notified by the AGFTC that the EPA intends to designate
the County as an Ozone Non-attainment area based on elevated ozone levels recorded
outside the County. The EPA based this designation on Combined Statistical Area that
attached Warren County to sampling conducted in Stillwater, NY. Approximately 93%
of Warren County lands are within the Adirondack Park and subject to stringent
regulation. This designation could place additional new requirements/regulations on
Federal and State funded transportation projects in the County, EPA should conduct
additional sampling in Warren County before determining the impact of ozone on our
County,

Resolution 09-3 - Opposing Ozone Nonattainment Designation
Recommendation for Warren and Washington Counties

WHEREAS, the Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act: A
Legacy for Users (SAFETEA} requires that Metropolitan Planning
Organizations be established in each urbanized area of over 50,000
in population; AND

WHEREAS,  the Adirondack / Glens Falls Transportation Council (A/GFTC) has
been designated by the Governor of the State of New York s the
Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPQ) for the Planning and
Programming Area that includes Warren County, Washington
County, and the Town of Moreau in northern Saratoga County; AND

WHEREAS, consistent with goals of the Clean Air Act, A/GFTC is committed
through its adopted Twelve Planning Principles to support options
that will influence positive changes to the natural environment; AND

WHEREAS, A/GFTC has received notice that the New York State Department of
Environmental Conservation (DEC) has submitted a nonatiainment
designation recommendation to the United States Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA) for 2008 ozone National Ambient Air Quality
Standards (NAAQS}; AND

WHEREAS, the ozone data used to formulate DEC's recommendation was
acquired from a monitor that is located outside of A/GFTC's Planning
and Programming Area that is subjected to greater influence from
the southern Capital District than any neighboring portion of Warren
or Washington Counties; AND

WHEREAS, the base level of geography that EPA recommended be used to
identify nonattainment areas was the Combined Statistical Area, o
unit of geography that A/GFTC staff has never seen applied during
any other analysis relevant to the MPO; AND

WHEREAS, the Office of Management and Budget's (OMB's) Bulletin 09-01
(11/20/2008) states that Combined Statistical Areas should not be
used for non-statistical purposes {such as what has recommended
be done here by EPA to DEC); AND

WHEREAS, the average popuiation density of Warren and Washington Counties
is approximately one-quarter (27%) of the Capital Distict average
density; AND

WHEREAS,  59.8% of the land area of Warren and Washington Counties lie within
the Adirondack Park; AND %

WHEREAS,  given those percentages, the A/GFTC Planning and Programming
Areda is likely not a significant generator of ground-level ozone
pollution and is not likely to become one; AND

WHEREAS, nofling that ozone pollution is a regional issue, it is unclear to A/GFTC if
the actual intent of the nonattainment designations is to regulate the
sources of ozone pollution or the neighboring recipients; AND

WHEREAS, given the lack of monitoring equipment within the A/GFTC areaq,
there is no reliable metric to measure any paossible successes that
may result from this designation {or application of Congestion
Mitigation and Air Quality {CMAQ) funds that this designation would
enable) nor is there any means of atributing any changes in
monitoring data specifically to the A/GFTC program; AND

WHEREAS, again, given the lack of monitoring equipment, in accordance with
7407.(d) of the Clean Air Act, the lack of area-specific data would
appear to lead more correctly to an "unclassifiable” designation;
AND

WHEREAS, A/GFTC maintains that the geography of the existing Albany-
Schenectady-Troy Ozone Nonattainment Ared is a more realistic
representation of the actual sources of ground-level ozone pollution;
AND

WHEREAS, a nonattainment designation will have adverse negative effects
upon A/GFTC staff flexibility and its ability to fuifill its role in delivering
the federally-funded transportation program; AND

WHEREAS, A/GFTC is confident that even maximum and optimal delivery of the
CMAQ program will have litfle environmental benefit when '
compared to improvements in motor vehicle fuel efficiency
standards, emissions controls, and changing appetites of the driving
public;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Adirondack / Glens Falls Transportation
Council hereby contests the proposed marginal nonattainment designation
for ground level ozone pollution for both Warren and Washington Counties
on the grounds that said designation is the result of an improper application
of an unnecessarily broad unit of geography; AND

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that A/GFTC maintains that more site- or area-specific
data than what is presently available for Warren and Washington Counties
be required in order fo make such a designation, AND

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that A/GFIC questions the actual environmental value of
a nonattainment designation for two counties that are likely to remdin
proportionally very rural when compared to the neighboring existing
nonattainment area.

WHEREAS, it appears that this proposal to so designate the County is based upon limited data
obtained from one monitor that is not located within the County, and

WHEREAS, said designation can have effects upon local and state governments requiring
implementation plans and other operations to meet the USEPA guidelines, and

WHEREAS, the Superintendent of Public Works has indicated his lack of confidence in the data
relied upon by USEPA for this proposed designation as a non attainment area, and

WHEREAS, the Public Works Committee has recommended that the Board of Supervisors
indicate its displeasure with the sampling methodology and other criteria used in making the proposal
of non attainment by USEPA; now therefore be it

RESOLVED, that the Washington County Board of Supervisors hereby calls upon USEPA to
conduct comprehensive studies with multiple data collection points, of areas actually within Washington
County before making any proposals to designate the County as an area of non attainment; and be it
further

RESOLVED, that the Public Works Committee is hereby authorized to review, and approve for
submission, comments and/or responses that may be developed in response to this proposed
designation; and be it further

RESOLVED, that a copy of this resolution be forwarded to Governor Paterson, Senator Little,
Assemblyman Jordan, Senators Schumer and Gillibrand, Congressman Murphy and USEPA.

BUDGET IMPACT STATEMENT: None for this resolution. Designation as a non attainment area could
have drastic impact on the regulatory environment in Washington County.
