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Supervisor Seeber called the meeting of the Personnel & Higher Education Committee to order at 1:02 p.m.

Motion was made by Mrs. Frasier, seconded by Mr. Montesi and carried unanimously to approve the minutes

of the previous Committee meeting, subject to correction by the Clerk of the Board. 

Copies of the meeting Agenda were distributed to the Committee members and a copy of same is on file with

the meeting minutes.

Commencing with the Agenda review, Ms. Seeber offered privilege of the floor to anyone present wishing

to address the Committee on any matter. There being no response she announced the purpose of the

meeting was to conduct interviews with possible candidates for the position of County Attorney and she

called for a motion to enter into executive session. Motion was made by Mr. Simpson, seconded by Mrs.

Frasier and carried unanimously to enter into an executive session pursuant to Section 105(f) of the Public

Officer’s Law.

Executive session was held from 1:02 p.m. until 4:01 p.m.; Ms. Braymer and Mr. MacDonald entered the

meeting during executive session. 

Upon reconvening, Ms. Seeber announced no action was taken during the executive session.

A motion was made by Mr. Geraghty, seconded by Mr. Montesi and carried unanimously to offer the position

of County Attorney to their selected candidate.

made by Mr. Geraghty and seconded by Mr. Montesi, Ms. Seeber adjourned the meeting at 4:01 p.m.
