WHEREAS, each Black individual has a unique mind, body and soul, which deserves to be healthy, well and treated
with respect and empathy, and

raised voices to ring about the lasting institutional and societal change that is needed in our Country, and

WHEREAS, we encourage all people to recognize and confront these issues by standing in the gap at every
