Brief Description of Proposed Action:

The proposed project will replace an undersized and deteriorating culvert that passes Finkle Brook under Horicon Avenue in the Town of Bolton, Warren County,
New York. Severe historic storm events overtopped the road and accelerated the erosion surrounding the culvert. The new culvert consists of an open bottom
culvert that will allow for a natural stream bottom and will pass the 50-year storm without overtopping the road. Approximately 180 feet of Horicon Avenue would
be reconstructed to encompass the area impacted by the project. Immediately upstream of the culvert, Finkle Brook has two, near 90 degree bends in the
stream that have caused scour and erosion on the stream banks near the bends. A portion of the upstream right streambank runs parallel to, and immediately
adjacent to the roadway. Therefore, the culvert would be relocated approximately 35 feet to the north and approximately 175 feet of the existing stream channel
would be realigned in order to improve existing flow conditions. Grade control structures will be installed in the channel to compensate for the reduced channel
length and increased channel slope resulting from the realignment. The grade control structures will reduce water velocity in the channel, reduce bed and bank
scour, and promote sediment retention within the culvert. The new culvert would be designed for a 75 year service life. The project location is shown in Figure 1,
and the conceptual design plan is shown in Figure 2.

5. Will the proposed action result in an adverse change in the existing level of traffic or affect existing
infrastructure for mass transit, biking or walkway?

The project involves the reconstruction of approximately 180 linear feet of Horicon Ave and the
placement of a new culvert beneath the road to convey Finkle Brook. Construction activities will
temporarily disrupt vehicular and pedestrian traffic along Horicon Ave in order to maintain safe
conditions for the contractor and for the public. Traffic will be re-routed during construction through the
use of an offsite detour. The detour route includes Braley Hill Road and State Route 9N, and is 1.4 miles
in length. Access to all existing driveways within the Project Area will be maintained during construction.
Full access to the roadway will be restored after construction is completed. A highway work permit is
not required from the Warren County Department of Public Works, as the County is the project sponsor.
A highway work permit will be obtained from the NYSDOT prior to construction for placement of detour
signs on State Route 9N.

9. Will the proposed action result in an adverse change to natural resources (e.g., wetlands,
waterbodies, groundwater, air quality, flora and fauna)?

The project involves the realignment of approximately 175 linear feet of Finkle Brook and installation of
a new culvert under Horicon Ave. The existing culvert is undersized and deteriorating, and severe
historic storm events have overtopped the road and accelerated erosion around the culvert. The new
culvert will consist of an open bottom culvert that will allow for a natural stream substrate, and will pass
a 50-year storm without overtopping Horicon Ave. Immediately upstream of the culvert, Finkle Brook
has two, near 90 degree bends in the stream that have caused scour and erosion on the stream banks
near the bends. A portion of the upstream right streambank runs parallel to, and immediately adjacent
to the roadway. Therefore, the culvert would be relocated approximately 35 feet to the north and
approximately 175 feet of the existing stream channel would be realigned in order to improve existing
flow conditions. Grade control structures will be installed in the channel to compensate for the reduced
channel length and increased channel slope resulting from the realignment. The grade control
structures will reduce water velocity in the channel, reduce bed and bank scour, and promote sediment
retention within the culvert. The specific locations of the grade control structures will be determined
during the project’s design phase. Specific impact amounts will be determined during the project's
design phase. A field wetland delineation was completed in June 2019, and no freshwater wetlands or
additional surface water resources other than Finkle Brook were identified within the Project Area. In
addition, necessary permits from the NYSDEC and USACE will be obtained, and the conditions of all
permits would be followed during construction.



The project area is within the range of the federally-endangered Indiana bat (Myotis sodalis). In general,
trees greater than or equal to 5 inches in diameter provide suitable habitat for this species. Suitable
habitat for the Indiana bat is present within the Project Area, and approximately 18 trees will need to be
removed to facilitate construction. All tree removal required as part of this project will be completed
during the Time of Year Conservation Cutting Window recommended by the NYSDEC (November 1 to
March 31). Therefore, the project may affect but is not likely to adversely affect the Indiana bat and take
is not likely. The New York Nature Explorer database indicated that the project area is within the range
of two state-threatened plant species: alternate-flowered water milfoil (Myriophyllum alterniflorum)
and green rock cress (Borodinia missouriensis). A habitat assessment was completed for the Project Area
in June 2019. Alternate-flowered water milfoil is typically found near rocky mainland shorelines and
nearby islands with sandy substrate and sparse submerged vegetation. Green rock cress is found in
rocky upland habitats, growing in crevices within cliffs and ledges. Suitable habitat for these species was
not identified within the Project Area, therefore, the project is not anticipated to impact either species,
and a No Effect determination is recommended. Appropriate documentation and coordination will be
completed to ensure that potential impacts to protected species are avoided, minimized, and
appropriately mitigated, as needed.

10. Will the proposed action result in an increase in the potential for erosion, flooding or drainage
problems?

The project will involve approximately 0.95 acres of ground disturbance. An erosion and sediment
control plan will be prepared detailing suitable erosion control measures for the project, and will be
followed during construction. Temporary increases in erosion may occur during construction due to
ground disturbance. The erosion and sediment control plan will address the construction and
maintenance of any temporary stormwater controls required for the project. The proposed realignment
of Finkle Brook and associated grade control structures will improve the current drainage conditions on
site.
